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Notes:

A short time before a release makes updates to your library’s Summon service, Ex Libris makes available the Summon Preview Environment. There is usually an announcement in the Summon Listserv, as well as emails sent directly to library staff.

This Summon Preview Environment has all the functionality and settings of your current production Summon service, but with the new features and fixes that will be coming soon in the production release.

Your library staff then has the opportunity to try out the new features, and -- if desired -- create new instruction materials for your researchers. You can also make sure your customizations -- such as JavaScript -- work with the new version of Summon.

To access your library’s Summon Preview Environment, you need to modify your Summon URL by adding the word preprod right after your library’s identifier.  For example, if the Summon URL is demo.summon.serialssolutions.com, the Preview Environment URL is demo.preprod.summon.serialssolutions.com.

The Summon Preview Environment is not available all the time, but only for a short time before the release comes … usually just a week or two. At other times, the preprod URL will give an error or take you to a strange web page.

1.4 Access Preview Administration Console
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Notes:

There is a special Administration Console available for the Preview Environment. You can use this to turn the new features on and off. You can also use it to make sure your customizations work with the release … and possibly make changes before the release goes to production and is made available to your researchers.

You can access the Preview Administration Console by starting on your regular Administration Console. In the upper-right corner, just below your name, you’ll find a link to the Preview Environment Administration Console. Just like the Preview Environment, this link only exists for that short time before the release goes live in production; other times, you won’t see the link at all.

The Administration Console will re-load, but this time with all the new features and fixes coming soon in the production release. All configuration changes you make here will be reflected in your Preview Environment within a few minutes, and will remain through the days of the Preview Environment.

Note that when the release moves from the preview environment to production, any changes you have made in the Preview Administration Console will not carry over to your production instance of Summon. Therefore, any changes in configuration you’d like to see in your public-facing instance of Summon will need to be configured in your regular Administration Console after the release goes live in production.
